Technical data
The range of the modules indicates the smallest diameter of the exposed cable shield to the largest diameter of the cable jacket.

Packing height

For CF 8 ES, the combined height 
of modules shall be 80 mm.

Installation

Clean the area in order to 
acheive good electrical conduc-
tivity between the counter frame 
and the termination/interior side 
of the aperture.

1

Insert the frame from the environ-
mental side of the aperture.

2

Insert the counter frame from the 
termination/interior side of the 
aperture. The text on the counter-
frame shall face the frame.

3

Use an Allen key to fasten the 
frame by tightening the nuts 
crosswise in small steps to 4 Nm. 
Start with the short sides.

4

Clean the sealing surfaces of the 
frame to ensure good electrical 
conductivity.

5

Mark where the outer jacket is 
to be removed to fit the module 
tape.

6

Remove the outer jacket and any 
plastic foil. The cable shield shall 
be clean and conductive.

7

Secure the end of the cable 
shield. Suggestions for cable 
preparations are available on 
www.roxtec.com.

8

Lift the conductive tape and 
plastic film. Also see section for 
modules with multiple openings.

9

Remove the protection paper 
from all modules and fold out the 
conductive tape.

10

Remove the cores on all modules 
except spares.

11

Achieve a gap of 0.1-1.0 mm (A) 
between the module halves by 
peeling off layers. The cable 
shield shall be in contact with the 
conductive tape.
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The number of layers may not dif-
fer (A) by more than one between 
the corresponding module halves.

Adapt the layers that are in con-
tact with the cable jacket.

Adapt the layers that are in con-
tact with the cable shield.
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15

Adapt the conductive barrier to 
the cable shield.

16

Fold the conductive tape tightly 
inside the module half from one 
side.

17

Separate the plastic film from 
the conductive tape and fold it to 
the side.

18

Fold the conductive tape on 
the other side tightly inside the 
module half.

19

Fold the plastic film back inside 
the module half.

20

Lubricate the sealing surfaces of 
all modules. Do not lubricate the 
plastic film.

21

Lubricate the sealing surfaces 
of the spare modules. Do not 
remove the core.

22

Lubricate the sealing surfaces of 
the solid modules.

23

Remove the plastic film (B) on all 
modules. Keep the conductive 
tape (A) clean.
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Plastic must be removed also on 
solid and spare modules.

25

Lubricate the inside surfaces 
of the frame and especially its 
corners. Lubricate the area that 
will be in contact with the tape 
sparsely.

26

When placing cables in modules, 
the cable shield shall be visible 
outside the module at the termi-
nation side.

27

Place cables, according to your 
packing plan, in the module 
halves. Place corresponding mod-
ule halves on top.

28

Use a Roxtec pre-compression 
tool to make space for the com-
pression unit if required.

29

Lubricate the compression unit.

30

Insert the compression unit until 
stop.

31

Tighten the nut of the compres-
sion unit. Recommended torque 
8-12 Nm.

32

Excess lubricant is a sign of good 
compression.

33

Optional: Verify earth continuity 
from each cable shield to earth. 
Use a suitable instrument.

Check additional documentation, 
if applicable.

Disassembly and reinstallation

Untighten the nut.

1

Remove the compression unit and 
the modules required.

2

The inside surfaces of the ex-
posed packing space shall be 
clean and conductive.

3

Lubricate the inside surfaces, 
especially into the corners.  
Continue the reinstallation.

4

Modules with multiple openings

For modules with multiple open-
ings, take extra care when peeling 
layers.

1

Folding the halves like this will line 
up corresponding openings.

2

Adapt one opening at a time by 
removing layers.

3

After installation inspection
	o Are the compression screws fully tightened?
	o Is the combined height of modules correct according to the frame packing height?
	o Are all modules placed correctly and fully inserted after compression?
	o Is there visible protruding lubricant?
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Note
	o Integrated environmental sealing system for shielded applications. For use with shielded cables.
	o For optimum reliability, wait 24 hours or longer after installation before exposing the cables or pipes to strain or pressure.
	o To be used with Roxtec CM ES modules.
	o Protection paper and plastic film must be removed on all modules.
	o Cables shall go straight through the frame.
	o Cable/pipe with a considerable weight needs to be supported to prevent damage or subsidence to the seal.
	o If the conductive tape is damaged, the module must be replaced.
	o Approvals or certificates may include amendments or limitations related to this application.
