Fasten the self-adhesive stick on
the cable shield/armor.

Fasten the self-adhesive test stick
along the cable jacket.

Bend the stick so it follows the
shape along the cable jacket.

Place the cable in the module. Test stick can also be placed in a

round seal.

The resistance between cable
shield/armor and the frame
should be less than 100 mQ. Test
all cables in the transit. Maximum
